Pacing Guide
All items will vary according to your students. Please use your best judgement. The main thing to remember is that grammar, writing, and literature should work together for full understanding. As a grade level, you can decide on information for benchmark tests.

	First nine weeks

Literature and writing should go along with grammar being reviewed. 

SOLs covered: 6.1, 6.2, 6.4, 6.6, 6.7
· All grammar should have been reviewed

· Punctuation within and at the end of sentences

· Sentence structure should be familiarized

· Five paragraph structure should be known

· Writing process should have been introduced

· Reading and responding to writing prompts

· Genres of literature should have been introduced (nonfiction, fiction, drama, and poetry)

Time Frame:

Monday/Tuesday-grammar

Wednesday/Thursday-literature that coincides with grammar lesson

Friday-writing that goes along with weekly lessons-reading/responding to writing prompts as much as possible. This can be incorporated into your daily warm-ups too.


	Second nine weeks

Poetry is covered and reading is continued.

SOLs covered: 6.4, 6.5,6.6, 6.7

· Poetic elements identified 

· Examples of types of poetry

· Begin reading comprehension

· Finish working with literary genres

· Literary elements should be identified with examples

· Writing should accompany poems and questions from literature

· Vocabulary goes along with all literature

Time frame:

Poetry half of the nine weeks.

Reading/literature half of the nine weeks.


	Third nine weeks

SOL reading review

· Reading comprehension & vocabulary should be addressed completely

· Review for SOL test

· Review of literary elements

Time frame: 

Beginning of nine weeks until the SOL test.


	Fourth nine weeks

Review of any SOLs not fully covered during the year.

· Novel study of teacher’s choice
· Dramatic elements in more detail (if time permits)

Time frame:

Entire nine weeks
